Testing machines and producing

The hemp plant has completed a number of significant
milestones to build capacity for full production that has ena-
bled an approval for a temporary occupancy permit to oper-
ate all machines, with exception of the matting and insulation
lines. Some of the many activities completed for the building
included;

1 Mechanical system
1 Water sprinkler system

71 Construction of a 22,000 gallon stainless steel water hold-
ing tank for the fire suppression system as required by
the Office of the Fire Commissioner.

1 Office plumbing, heaters and sewer

1 Eye wash stations and emergency showers on the pro-
duction floor

1 Electrical
1 MTS connections for the office phone and fire alarm

There are two matting and insulation lines that have natu-
ral gas ovens as part of the process. The sprinkler company
is installing a special pump for the water holding tank but
they been delayed with ordering custom parts.

Once the pump is installed the fire suppression system
can be tested. A vent line is being installed for the natural
gas. Upon completing both tasks to the satisfaction of the
Office of the Fire Commissioner, a full occupancy permit will
be approved.

All the machines were tested and completed modification
for the equipment of decortication, pelleting, animal bedding,
absorbent and bi@mediation products and building materi-
als.

The hemp plant exhibited product in several industry
tradeshows both in Canada and the United States. There is a
lot of interest in the product samples as they have been rec-
ognized by the industry as being of the best quality.
